History - This is a very poor area, many families

are living in very tight quarters without access

to running water. Cultivating land for their own

needs is the main source for income in the villages.

Often the families are very big (up to 15 children). Due to this young
girls are taking care of the daily chores and caring for their siblings
and have little chance for education and lack of vocational training
among the boys is limiting their future possibilities for self support.
We know by experience that even a small financial encouragement is
enough for these farming families to let their children go to school.
The slippery dirt roads in Peten are among the worst in the world,
it is long distance between the villages and this is also hindering the
education of the children.Arken has been sponsoring the children in
Guatemala’s jungle since the year 2000.

Present work - in the school at Rancho de los Nifios in the town

San Andres over two hundred children are educated.The sup- '

port from Arken gives the children food, vitamines, shoes, school
materials, preventive health care and fuel and repairs for the school
bus.The school bus is a condition for the children to reach school. A
couple of times a year school trips are arranged.This is a very good
way for the children to learn about their country and culture.The
school has a health clinic, access to running water and the children
receive education in basic health care and hygiene. The children are
very anxious to learn and develop their social skills.

Transformed lives - Education is a lifelong gift. Many children want
to continue their studies and some have already taken their exam.
Pies (Educational Incentive Program) is applied in the school teaching
moral, ethics and the Bible. It is proved in practice that the gospel is
transforming people’s living conditions.

Historik - Omradet ar mycket fattigt, manga familjer
bor trangt utan tillgang till rinnande vatten. Husbehovs-

odling dr den huvudsakliga inkomstkallan ute i byarna.

Ofta ar familjerna vildigt stora (upp tilll 5 barn).

Pa grund av detta tar unga flickor hand om hus-

héllssysslor och skotsel av smasyskon och har

sma mojligheter till utbildning och pojkarnas brist

pa yrkeskunskap begrinsar deras framtida forsorjningsmojligheter.
Erfarenheterna har visat att redan en liten ekonomisk sporre for
dessa jordbruksfamiljer ar tillrackligt for att de ska lata sina barn
studera. De leriga vigarna i Peten ar bland de varsta i vdrlden, det ar
langt mellan byarna och detta férsvarar barnens skolgang.

Arken har sponsrat barnen i Guatemalas djungel sedan 2000.

Nuvarande arbete - pa skolan Rancho de los Nifios i staden San
Andres far éver tvahundra barn utbildning. Sponsringsstédet fran Ar-
ken gar till mat, vitaminer, skor, skolférnédenheter, forebyggande hal-
sovard samt drivmedel och reparationer av skolbussen. Skolbussen
ar en forutsittning for att barnen ska kunna komma till skolan och
slippa vandra i flera timmar i hetta eller 6sregn. Nagra ganger per ar
anordnas skolresor och utflykter, ett mycket bra satt for barnen att
lira sig om sitt land och sin kultur. Skolan har en hilsoklinik, tillgang
till rinnande vatten och barnen far undervisning i basal halsovard.
Barnen &r ivriga att lira sig nya saker; bade vad giller att utveckla
sociala formagor och rent kunskapsmassigt.

Manga barn langtar
efter att studera vidare och nagra har redan tagit examen.Pies (Edu-
cational Incentive Program) tillimpas pa skolan med undervisning ur
Bibeln, om moral och vdrderingar. Man ser stindigt konkreta bevis pa
att evangeliet har kraft att férvandla manniskors levnadsforhallanden.
